Today (11.02.2019) at 09.00 hrs, while I am (T. Suriyakala) on
duty as Inspector of Police, Vigilance and Anti-Corruption, Madurai
received a Preliminary Enquiry Report in PE 316/2016/TNEB/CSU-I.
I have gone through the report which discloses suspicion of
commission of cognizable offence and need for investigation on the
information as contemplated u/s 157 Cr. P.C. 1973.

The following report given by Tmt. Pushpalatha, Inspector of
Police, CSU-I, V&AC, Chennai is as follows:

From Tmt. Pushpalatha, Inspector of Police, Vigilance and Anti-
corruption, City Special Unit-I, Chennai. To The Deputy Supdt. of
Police, Vigilance and Anti-Corruption, Madurai. Sir, Conclusion
Report, The Directorate of Vigilance and Anti-Corruption received a
Complaint from Tr. C.M. Syed Babu, vice President, Madurai Urban
District Congress Committee, dated 07.10.2016. Based upon the
complaint a Preliminary Enquiry was conducted.

During the enquiry, it is revealed that the shops at Goripalayam,
Panagal Road, Collector Office, Madurai were run by
) K. Santhanaraj, 2) Ilahi Moulana, 3) S.Soosai Manickam,
4) M. Sakthivel, 5 R. Karuppayee, 6) M. Ramachandran, 7) M. Sheik
Dawood, 8) A.L. Thangavel, 9) Kaliyappan, 10) M. Pandian,
I1) M. Pandian, 12) P. Subramanian, 13) N.Durai, 14) K. Sathya and
15) Soundarapandian and out of 15 shops, only four shops obtained
license and no license have been issued for the remaining 11 shops.
As per G.O. No. 92 dated 3.7.2007, no license had been issued by the
Madurai Corporation after 3.7.2007.

On credible information, it is revealed that the Accused Rajesh
Prasanna, Cemetery Assistant, Madurai Corporation, now removed
from service and Tr.Arockiyam, Record Clerk (Deceased) connived with
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some unknown officials of Madurai Corporation, had issued fabricated
license to the petty shop owners by obtaining pecuniary advantages.
The Accused Tr.Rajesh Prasanna, Tr.Arockiyam and some unknown
officials in pursuance of the criminal conspiracy, suppressed the files
relating to 11 shops, in which fabricated licenses were given to the
shop owners. The fabricated licenses had been used as genuine
license and thereby after knowing fully well that the licenses were not
issued by the Madurai Corporation, some of the unknown Madurai
Corporation officials had collected the tax in connivance with
Tr.Rajesh Prasanna and Arockiyam.

On the basis of the credible, reliable and substantial information
and the Preliminary Enquiry, it came to light that Tr.Rajesh Prasanna
and Arockiyam, while holding the post of public servants during the
period between 15.02.2010 to 02.09.2011 entered into criminal
conspiracy with some unknown officials of Madurai Corporation,
abused their official position and without authority, Tr.Rajesh
Prasanna signed the license, in the name of the Commissioner of
Madurai Corporation, and has created false and forged license and
thereby cheated the Government, which had resulted in wrongful gain
to the shop owners and thereby caused a wrongful loss to the
Government/Madurai Corporation and also to conceal the aforesaid
misdeeds, they caused the disappearance of the files and thereby
there is enough material for suspicion of commission of cognizable
offences punishable u/s 167, 201, 468, 471, 409 IPC r/w 13(1) (c) of
P.C. Act., 1988 Sd/-Pushpalatha, Inspector of Police, CSU-I, Chennai.

Hence, | am registering a case in Cr.No. 372019 u/s 167, 201,
468, 471, 409 IPC r/w 13 (l)(c) of Prevention of Corruption Act, 1988.

The original FIR is sent to the Hon’ble Special Judge for cases
under Prevention of Corruption Act, Madurai and the copies of the FIR
are sent to the officers concerned.
