...Today on 21.10.2019 while I was on duty in my office | received the
endorsement order of the Deputy Superintendent of Police, Vigilance and Anti-
Corruption, Chennai City-1ll Detachment consequent to the tapal containing
the complaint and the proceedings of the Joint Surprise Check from
Tmt.B.Sarala, District Deputy Inspection Cell Officer, O/o0 the District Cell
Office, Chennai-1. The complaint and the proceedings run as follows: ™)gHUL|arfr
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uNsuudrrr, SIDCO Electronic Complex Industrial Estate, Arulayammanpettai,
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Collectorate Chennai and the Deputy Superintendent of Police, Vigilance and
Anti-Corruption, Chennai City-1ll conducted Joint Surprise Check at the O/o
the Joint-1 Sub Registrar, Saidapet, Chennai South, at Block No.3, 15T Floor,
SIDCO Electronic Complex Industrial Estate, Arulayammanpettai, Guindy,
Chennai- 600 032 on 18.10.2019 between 14.45 hrs and 23.00 hrs.A tip off that
the officials at the O/o the Joint-1 Sub Registrar, Saidapet, Chennai South, at
Block No.3,1st Floor, SIDCO Electronic Complex Industrial Estate,
Arulayammanpettai, Guindy, Chennai- 600 032 are indulging in corrupt activities
by way of collecting huge amount as bribe from the general public who visit the
Registration Office for registration of sale deed, settlement deed,
rectification deed, released deed, partition deed, Marriage registration deed
including Chit registration deed, Encumbrance Certificate and Copy of
documents etc. For collecting the bribe, the Joint-1 Sub Registrar Thiru
M.Sridhar and other staff have engaged touts and brokers. Hence it was
proposed to conduct joint Surprise Check on 18.10.2019at the O/o the Joint-I
Sub Registrar, Saidapet, Chennai South, at Block No.3,Ist Floor, SIDCO
Electronic Complex Industrial Estate, Arulayammanpettai, Guindy, Chennai- 600
032 by the team headed by DSP, CC-111, V&AC along with the Deputy
Inspection Cell Officer. In continuation of this proposal Tmt.B.Sarala, Deputy
Inspection Cell Officer and Tmt.P.Revathy, Assistant O/o the District
Inspection Cell, Collectorate, Chennai came to office of the Deputy
Superintendent of Police, Vigilance and Anti-Corruption, Chennai City-IIl,
Alandur, Chennai-16at about 14.00 hrs on 18.10.2019 on receiving intimation.
The joint surprise check team left V&AC office on 18.10.2019 at 14.15 hrs. and
reached at the Joint-1 Sub Registrar, Saidapet, Chennai South, at Block No.3,
Ist+ Floor, SIDCO Electronic Complex Industrial Estate, Arulayammanpettai,
Guindy, Chennai- 600 032 on 18.10.2019 at 14.40 hrs. The following officials
attached to V&AC, CC-I111 Unit and District Inspection Cell officials are in the
team.

During the time of inspection the Joint-1 Sub Registrar in the cadre of
District Registrar, Tr. M.Sridhar was not present. Hence Tr.M.Gopinath,
Superintendent O/o the Joint-1 Sub Registrar was informed about the
Surprise Check. When enquiry Tr.M.Gopinath stated that, the Joint-1 Sub
Registrar, Tr.M.Sridhar has gone out of the office at about 13.30 hrs. on
18.10.2019 but he did not know where he has gone and the said Tr.M.Sridhar
had not made any entry in the Movement Register regarding his movement. As
a procedure he should have made an entry in the Movement Register while
moving out of the office and after obtaining permission from the Superior
Officer only he should have left the office. But he didn't so. The following
officials attached to Joint-1 Sub Registrar office were present at the time of
conducting Joint Surprise Check.

During the course of enquiry with the above individuals it is learnt that they
are frequently visiting this office for various registration and use to give bribe
amount to the Joint-1 Sub Registrar, Tr.M.Sridhar and other staff to complete
their work without any delay. Enquiry with one Mr S.Aravindan S/o Shiva, he
stated that, he is a Broker and today 18.10.2019 on the instructions of the
Joint-1 Sub Registrar, Tr.M.Sridhar he received an amount of Rs.3,800/- from
one Tr.T.Krishnaraj, S/o Thiyagaraj who attended this office for registration
and further stated that at about 13.30 hrs., when the Registrar Tr.M.Sridhar
leaving office, he approached him and tried to hand over the said amount the
Joint-1 Sub Registrar, Tr.M.Sridhar. He told him that he would receive the
amount tomorrow also stated him that he was going out to attend an urgent
work. Further the brokerTr.Aravindanadmitted that on the instructions of
Joint-1 Sub Registrar, Tr.M.Sridharhe used to collect bribe amount daily from
various persons who visit Registrar Office for registration and hand over the
said amount to him while Joint-1 Sub Registrar, Tr.M.Sridhar leaving office. He
entered all the details regarding the bribe amount given to SRO and others in
the diary he maintained and the same was seized asa part of proceedings.
Another one Broker Tr. P.Ramesh S/o Perumalfrom whom an amount of

Rs.6,000/- was seized. He also admitted that, he used to collect bribe on the



instructions of Tr. P.Ramesh and would hand over the collected amountto him
while the Joint-1 Sub Registrar, Tr.M.Sridhar leaving office. He stated that,
this amount of Rs.6,000/- also received by him from a person as bribe on the
instructions of Tr.M.Sridhar and kept in his possession to hand over
Tr.M.Sridhar. Further during the Surprise Check an amount of Rs.50,000/-
kept inside the brown cover, in the outer surface of the brown cover it was
mentioned as "DR" written by using red colour sketch found on the table of
Joint-1 Sub Registrar, Tr.M.Sridhar. During enquiry with the officials
Tr.M.Gopinath, Superintendent, Tr.N.Sanuraj, Assistant and Tmt.M.Devaki,
Junior Assistant, they stated that they did not know how the amount came
there and further stated that, some of the persons who visited Registrar
O ffice might have given this amount to Joint-1 Sub Registrar and when the said
Joint-1 Sub Registrar,Tr.M.Sridhar left the office at about 13.30 hrs.in a
hurried manner forgot to take the said amount with him. Further no one come
forward to claim the said amount the same amount of Rs.50,000/- was seized
along with brown cover as a part of this proceedings. The Record Room found
inside the office was searched. An amount of Rs.12,500/- was found below the
unused printer. When enquired the officials attached to the Joint-1 Sub
Registrar no one has given proper explanation for the amount found in the
Record Room. Hence that amount was also seized. An amount of Rs.4,480/-
was found inside the Guideline Register kept in a Rack adjacent to the table of
the Joint-1 Sub Registrar, Tr.M.Sridhar. When enquiry with the staff,no one
has given any proper explanation for the said amount and hence the same was
seized. The records viz., 1) Attendance Register, 2) Movement Register, 3)
Casual Leave Register, 4) Late Attendance Register, 5) Cash Register and

6)Account-H, Account-D, Account-A (Computerized statements)were perused.



Today (18.10.2019) 77 transactions in respect of E.C., 62 transactions in
respect of registration have been made. On perusal of the Casual Leave
Register and Movement Registerthere is no evidence confirm that the said
Joint-1 Sub Registrar, Tr.M.Sridhar has gone out of the office with proper
permission or any leave. The Movement Register confirms that the movement of
one Mr.Dinesh who left the office at 11.45 hrs and back to office at 01.10 PM.
This is the last entry found in the register regarding the movement of staff.
As far as the movement of Joint-1 Sub Registrar, Tr.M.Sridhar is concerned
there is no entry found in the register. He left the office without prior
permission.During the time of surprise check, an amount of Rs.1,66,180/- was
seized (with the denomination of Rs.2000X43=Rs.86,000/-,
Rs.500x149=Rs.74,500/-, Rs.200xI13=Rs.2,600/-, Rs.l00x23=Rs.2,300/-,
Rs.50xI15=Rs.750, Rs.20xI=Rs.20 and Rs.IOxI=Rs.lO in total Rs.1,66,180).
