Deputy Superintendent of Police, Vigilance and Anti-
Corruption,  Tirunelveli Detachment received the information pertaining to this
registration of FIR today on 12.02.2021 at 1030 hrs as per the instruction in
Memorandum No.DE.109/2017/RDP/TI dated.02.02.2021 of the Directorate of Vigilance
and Anti-Corruption, Chennai-16 and accordingly | registered a case in Tirunelveli
Vigilance and Anti-Corruption Cr.No.04/2021 u/s 13(2) riw 13(1) (e) of Prevention of
Corruption Act, 1988 and u/s 109, 34 of Indian Penal Code. The A.O.1
Tmt.X.Mary Metrilda Bai, was the President of Mylappapuram Panchayat.
Mukkudal, Tirunelveli District from 24.10.2011 to 23.10.2016. She was a Public
Servant within the meaning of section 2(c) of the Prevention of Corruption Act
1988. The A.2 Tr.J.Xavier Rajini, husband of A.O.1 Tmt.X.Mary Metrilda Bai was
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running a shop in the name and style of Annai Electricals in a rented building.
A.3 Tr.A.Joseph Selvaraj, father of A.O.2 Tr.J.Xavier Rajini owned AJJ bricks in
Mylappapuram Village. His elder son Tr.Paul Antony is doing contract works as
a 3“ class contractor in Mukkudal Panchayat Union Limit. On the basis of
credible information that the accused A.O.1 as a Public Seérvant between
24.10.2011 to 23.10.2016 (herein after mentioned as the ch'eck period) by
abusing her official position and by adopting corrupt and illegal means had
acquired and in possession of pecuniary resources and properties in her name
and in the name of her family members ie., (in the name of A.0.2 and A.0.3)
which is disproportionate to their known sources of income during the period
from 24.10.2011 to 23.10.2016 and the following information came to light. As
on 24.10.2011 the value of assets both movable and immovable stood on the
credit of the accused 1 to 3 and their family members is Rs.3,34,847.00 only.
As on 23.10.2016 i.e., at the end of the check period the value of assets stood
on the credit and found in the possession of the above said accused A.0.1 to
A.0.3 is calculated as RSI.3B,451EEB.DD. The total income of the accused 1 to 3
from all their known sources during the check period is tentatively calculated as
Rs.21,18,638.00. The total expenditure of the accused and their dependent
family members during the check period is tentatively calculated as
Rs.9,35,712.00. From the above said calculation the likely savings of the
accused is arrived as: Rs:21,18,638.00 — Rs.9,36,712.00 = Rs.11.81.926 00
whereas the accused had accumulated assets for a value of Rs.35.10.821.00 -
than the likely savings of Rs."11,81,926.00 during the check period between
24.10.2011 to 23.10.2011. There are sufficient grounds to believe that the value
of the above mentioned properties and pecuniary resources are for beyond and
disproportionate to the known sources of income of the above said accused
during the check period to the extent of Rs.35,10.821.00 — Rs.11,81,926.00 =
Rs.23,28,895.00. The above said information discloses an offence of criminal
misconduct by the public servant punishable u/s 13(1)(e) riw 13(2) of the
Prevention of Corruption Act 1988. The A.2 and A.3 had abetted and A 1 aided
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to enrich the disproportionate assets and thereby committed offence u/s 13(2)
riw 13(1) (e) of Prevention of Corruption Act, 1988 and 109 IPC. The A.1to A 3
accumulated pecuniary resources are for beyond and disproportionate to their

known sources of income with common intention punishable u/s.34 |PC.

|, am therefore registering a case in crime No.04/2021 u/s 13(2) riw 13(1)
(e) of Prevention of Corruption Act 1988 and under section 109 34 of Indian
Penal Code on 12.02.2021 at 11.00 hrs against the accused (1) Tmt. X Mary
Metrilda (2) Tr.J.Xavier Rajini and (3) Tr.A.Joseph Selvaraj for the above said

offences for the purpose of taking up investigation.

The original FIR is submitted to the Hon'ble Special Judge, Special Court for
Trial of cases under PC Act, Tirunelveli and copies to the concerned.
