Tmt.Gomathi, the accused herein is working as Joint-1, Sub Registrar, 

Original Registration Branch, Sub-Registrar Office, Tenkasi, Tenkasi District 

22.10.2020 to till date. She was working as Sub-Registrar, Alangulam, 

Tirunelveli District from 21.09.2017 to 28.01.2020. Thus she is a Public Servant 

within the ambit and purview of section 2 (c) of Prevention of Corruption Act 

1988.

The circulars issued in letter No.52889/C1/2019 dated 18.03.2020 of 

Inspector General of Registration, Chennai-28, Government Letter 

No.353/N[/2/2020-2021 dated 16.03.2020 of Principal Secretary to 

Government, Registration Department, Secretariat, Chennai, G.O.(MS) NO.78, 

Town and Country Planning Department dated 05/2017 and Section 22 A(2) of 

Registration Act 1908 have prescribed procedures regarding registration of 

documents in connection with sale of unapproved plots.

The circular reads that the sale documents in respect of land divided into 

plots exceeding eight in numbers and introducing a new road or street without 

approval shall not be reregistered after 21.10.2010.

The accused officer had initially registered settlement deed no.2525/2019 

dated 21.05.2019 in the name of Tr.lbrahim Bathusa in respect of land 

comprised in survey No.25/1B 1A of Melapalayam village to an extent of 1.58 

acres. The accused officer in continuation of the above settlement deed dated 

21.05.2019 had registered 76 sale deed documents in respect of 76 plots 

divided into areas of extent from 12.52 cents to 1.01 cents within 7 days for a 

period from 11.07.2019 to 22.01.2020, deliberately ignoring the above provision 

in the circular, GOs’ and the Act.
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The survey number mentioned in the settlement deed No 2525/2019 is 

25/1B 1A. The guide line value of this survey number per sq.ft is Rs.374. The 

accused officer deliberately with dishonest intention had framed incorrect 

records by showing survey No.25/1A alone in the mentioned 76 sale deed 

executed in pursuance of the settlement deed having guideline value of only 

Rs.143 per sq.ft, instead of showing the actual Survey No.25/1-B 1A having the 

guide line of Rs.374 per sq.ft and thereby caused heavy loss to the 

Government Exchequer in the collection of stamp duty and registration fees, 

with vested interest as mentioned below in the tabular column.

It is pertinent to note that the total extent of Survey No.25/1-B 1A is 1 acre 

and 58 cents. But the total extent of 25/1A is only 1 acre 15 cents. The 

accused officer had registered documents in respect of additional 43 cents 

which is not in existence in survey No.25/1-A.



The act of the accused officer discloses prima facie case, that she had 

caused loss of Rs.11,12,897.00 in respect of stamp duty (7%) and 

Rs.6,35,942.00/- in respect of Registration Fees (4%). Thus altogether loss of 

Rs.11,12,897 + 6,35,942 =17,48,839.00 had been caused to the Government 

Exchequer.

The act of the accused officer being public servant by abusing his official 

position had framed incorrect records, performed her public duty improperly 

with vested interest amounts to Criminal offence punishable under section 167, 

409 Indian Penal Code and Section 7 (c) of the Prevention of Corruption Act 

1988, (as amended in) act 16 of 2018.

Therefore today 22.03.2022 at 10.00 I registered a case in Tirunelveli 

V&AC, Cr.No.05/2022 against Tmt.Gomathi for the commission of offence 

u/s.167, 409 Indian Penal Code and Section 7 (c) of the Prevention of 

Corruption Act 1988, (as amended in) act 16 of 2018.

The original FIR is submitted to the Hon’ble Court of the Special Judge 

Special Court for trial of cases under PC. Act and the copies of FIR is sent to 

the Superintendent of Police, Vigilance and Anti-Corruption, Southern Range 

and other higher officials.
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
