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PRESS NOTE

The complainant approached Vigilance & Anti -
Corruption, Salem detachment, and gave complaint that he
had applied for Patta name transfer from his grandfather’s
name to his father’s name for the land at Pethaampatti Village,
Salem District, for which Tmt.Vijayalakshmi, Village
Administrative Officer, Pethaampatti Village, Salem District and
her Assistant Tr.Udayakumar demanded Rs.3,500/- as bribe
for processing his application. In this connection a case was

registered and a trap was organized today, 27.09.2021.

During trap proceedings, the accused Tmt.Vijayalakshmi,
Village Administrative Officer, Pethaampatti Village, Salem
District and her Assistant Tr.Udayakumar, reiterated their
earlier demand and received the bribe amount of Rs.3,500/-

from the complainant. Both accused were arrested.
